I have also developed some work on behaviour management strategies.

I am often called upon to undertake observations to monitor teaching & learning in a range of subject areas.


I have worked alongside colleagues at different points in their career, supporting them in planning issues


I understand and undertake the whole process of performance management with teaching staff and teaching assistants.


I regularly work with NQTs, mentoring them in induction period, setting targets, reviewing their teaching, assessing against nqt standards and completing Termly dfes reports.


I have organised provided and led training & INSETS on a school and LEA level to teachers & teaching assistants from key stages 1 to 3; on a range of aspects focussing in teaching and learning, including ICT.


I have produced & published a mother tongue assessment pack, which focuses on the assessment of mother tongue language with new arrival children. 


I have worked in a range of schools (four schools including one secondary) of varying backgrounds and intakes. I have 7 years of experience in working with EAL pupils of varying cultural backgrounds and understand the issues surrounding EAL,  religious & cultural diversity and language acquisition. 


I have worked with Manchester Metropolitan University as an Associate Link Tutor, supervising final year trainee teachers on their last placements, judging their performance against national standards towards NQT status. I have further provided seminars & workshops on EAL issues to trainee teachers and worked with overseas education departments (Jammu & Kashmir, Pakistan) ie teacher trainee providers and educational inspectors on the issues around primary assessment.
