What’s it all about?

By 2013, every young person will have an entitlement to choose any one of fourteen Diplomas.

New legislation will:

· place a duty on Local Authorities to secure sufficient provision to enable the entitlement to be fulfilled for 14-16 year-olds;

· place a duty on the Learning and Skills Council to secure sufficient provision to enable the entitlement to be fulfilled for 16-19 year-olds;

· place a duty on maintained schools to ensure that they provide access to the entitlement for every 14-19 year-old on the school roll.

· Work-related learning and Enterprise
